Your Outreach Division has decided to invite the congregation to join us in
taking part this Christmas. What’s involved is filling a standard shoe box with
toys, school supplies, personal hygiene items and hard candy to be sent to a
child somewhere in the world. You may include a personal note of encourage-
ment but that is optional. The box will be taken to Richmond Bethel of the
Mennenite Bretheren on Number 5 Road who are acting as the distribution point
for our area. Each box must have $7.00 in cash or cheque made out to Samari-
tan’s Purse inside to cover costs. You don’t have to wrap the boxes. You should
indicate the gender and age of the child you wish to receive your gift. There is a
brochure for each box with a form to be filled in and it tells you do’s and dont’s
about what to put in the box. Put your $7.00 inside the box in the envelope
provided with the brochure. Labels are also provided to designate the child. The
box and lid should be secured with a strong elastic band and not taped shut.

Boxes must be delivered in the week of Nov. 5th, so no later than Sunday Nov.
4th the completed boxes should be brought to church for delivery. Safeway will
also accept completed boxes and they have more fold up boxes if we run out.
Fold up shoe boxes are available at the Outreach Bulletin board. You may use
any sturdy shoe box you have at home. Take a brochure to ensure you know
the rules. If you have any questions direct them to Jean Stuart or Archie Mullan.
The target age groups are ages 2–4, 5–9, or 10–14, boy or girl.
