TIMEWITH THE CHILDREN

REMEMBRANCE DAY RITUAL
LIGHTING CANDLES OF THANKSGIVING, PEACE AND HOPE

1. Today, we light a Candle of Thanksgiving in remembrance of those of
this congregation and country who, in the wars of this century, made
the supreme sacrifice of their lives. (Red candle is lit.)



PRAYER:

It is right that we take time to remember, and to give thanks for the
sacrifice of so many, a sacrifice that has made a difference for all of
us today. It is not the minute or hour that we take to call their deeds to
mind that vindicates their relinquishment of all their tomorrows. It is
what we do with our todays that speaks volumes. May we be worthy
of the debt we owe. Amen.

2. Today, we light a Candle of Peace in solidarity with those who live in
lands where harmony is unknown and the horrors of war continue to
be a part of the fabric of their lives. (Yellow candle is lit.)

PRAYER:

We pray for the men, women, and children who live in countries
where there is fighting and civil war, where hate and anger have
turned neighbour against neighbour, yet where love is kept alive in the
hearts of many, and the will to find peaceful solutions is part of the
fabric of today’s visionaries. Please, O God, settle the conflicts that
your will may be lived out daily around the world. Amen.

3. Today we light the Candle of Hope as we look forward to the day when
wars will cease and no one will live in fear. It is a day in the future, but
the future is in our hands now. (White candle is lit.)

PRAYER:

It will not be today, O God, and this we acknowledge. But we trust that
some day, some day soon, the swords of battle will become the tools
of peace. We pray that your prophets are right when they tell of each
one living in their own vineyard, and the lion and lamb lying down
together. Please God, make your will and purpose burn in the hearts
of all the peoples of the earth. Let not another of your gentle, vulner-
able children be sacrificed again, for any reason. And let this day of
hope begin with us. Amen.
