? IT’S BIRTHDAY BAG TIME AGAIN!
For the past several years, the Outreach Division has coordinated preparation of
bags of goodies that would allow a family to host a birthday party for a child.
We have focused on ages 3 to 8 and the bags we produce are delivered to the
Neighbourhood Hub in Whalley and the Ladner food bank for distribution. Our
contacts in both places have in-depth knowledge of the real need of the people
who attend their organizations. Our aim is to assist the working poor in both
locations.

The Hub has challenged us to make 40 bags if we can as their needs are
constantly rising. Reaching that goal of course depends on you. We did 27 last
year. There is a list of what is put in the bags at the Outreach noticeboard. You
can have some fun shopping for interesting stuff from the dollar stores, or if you
would prefer that Outreach do the shopping, cash donations work really well.
Just mark your envelope or cheque ”birthday bags” and the money will be kept
for this project. We have collected a lot of candy already so the most important
needs to start are cake mixes, icings, invitations, juice mixes table cloths and
loot bags. We will keep you informed about changing needs as we draw closer
to delivery day, which we want to be in February.
