 READINGS AND SERMONS, JULY 22ND TO AUG. 19TH

July 22nd:Readings: Philippians 1:3–11 and Luke 10:38–42
Sermon: Mary and Martha
Luke’s story about the visit of Jesus to the home of Mary and
Martha is almost guaranteed to stir up an argument. To begin
with, there is already an argument in the story; and, over the
years, there have been countless more arguments generated
about the story. Why did Jesus side so quickly with Mary? Why
did he rebuke Martha, however gently? Is there more going on
here than meets the eye?

July 29th: Readings: I John 4:7–12 and John 14:1–6
Sermon: Is Jesus the Only Way?
“I am the way, and the truth, and the life” says Jesus. “No one
comes to the Father except by me”.  Does this mean that only
Christians can go to heaven? Or does a careful look at the
context of these words suggest a different interpretation
altogether?

Aug. 5th: Readings: Psalm 146 and 2 Corinthians 5:13–19
Sermon: As Long As I Live
Against the prevailing sense of heaviness that characterizes a
lot of religion — the ponderous piety, the rules upon rules, and
the absolute certainty that we are right and everyone else is
wrong — stands the Bible, especially the psalms. For them the
primary object of religion is to evoke a sense of awe and
wonder. We’ll explore what this means for us  as we prepare to
gather at the Lord’s Table.

Aug. 12th: Readings: Romans 5:1–8 and John 8:1–11
Sermon: The Theology of Baseball
This popular summer sport can teach us a lot about the
Christian Faith, especially with regard to its themes of judgment
and grace. You don’t need to be a baseball fan to follow the
sermon, but you will need to accept the fact that Rev. Graves is.

Aug. 19th: Readings: I Corinthians 12:31–13:13
Sermon: Love Embodied
As contemporary writers like Richard Dawkins (The God
Delusion) and Christopher Hitchins (God Is Not Great!) have
vigorously pointed out, the church has often behaved
atrociously. But sometimes it also behaves magnificently. With
Paul’s famous poem on love as the background, we’ll celebrate
its capacity for goodness this morning.
